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Fan Club Members Speak Out

Earlier this season a short questionnaire was sent to the membership with your renewal form for 2006-2007 year. We received
numerous responses, therefore we would like to take this opportunity to let you know we are actually listening to you. The remarks
that follow are in response to your questions and comments made on the questionnaire.

1. Inregards to the request to change the meeting time/date: We fully understand that the distance that some members must travel
to the meeting location as well as conflicting work schedules can get in the way of attending our meetings. We will look into perhaps
moving the days around a bit to try and accommodate the memberships needs as best as possible. Also, please remember that if
you hold a Family membership and have children, but have been unable to find a sitter on meeting nights, you can bring them - after
all it’s their club too.

2. Request to have players as guest speakers: We try to have players attend whenever possible, but their schedule (oh there’s that
word again) is what dictates when they are able to attend.

3. We asked what type of activities/interaction with the team you would like to see and all of the suggestions were really good. | am
not so sure how do-able some of them are but we will be working on trying to make them happen.

Here are a few of those ideas:

a) informal sit down dinners - Finding a place to accommodate a large party can be tricky, but perhaps we could do dinners
with limited attendance. We will be discussing this in more detail.

b) more events with the kids — Great idea, but we need someone to step up and give us some ideas. One suggestion we
did receive was Putt Putt Golf (hint, hint).

c) there was a suggestion of BBQ’s and deep sea fishing with the boys on their days off. You can always invite them to do
such things and most of the time the guys are happy to do it (especially if there is free food involved). If you wanted to do that but
you don'’t really know any of them that well, you can always ask for help from someone in the Club who does.

A few of the items which we have provided include a computer program for
Gerry which can break down a player's game and helps teach them how to improve, medical equipment which was purchased for
Todd that helps accelerate healing time (the guys say it works), and Jason (equipment mgr.) will be receiving a device to aid in the
sharpening of the skates. In the past we have purchased things such as new sewing machine for Big, glove dryers, and a stereo for
the locker room. Many of the big ticket items require that we split the cost with Mr. Brush.

One comment we received referred to “fan management”. | am not sure what they meant by that, but the club does not provide the
organization with money for anything. When the players need something we buy it and donate it to them directly.

Questions 4 & 5 seemed to offend a few folks. Please know that was not our intention. We merely wanted to know if everyone
realized that they could serve on a committee if they were interested, and to ascertain if there were specific reasons why folks were
not participating (or were folks were just happy doing the 3 big events a year).

Thanks for all your input! It is always a big help to know what our members are thinking and how we can improve this Club. If you
have a complaint or a suggestion, please write them down and drop them in the suggestion box located at the fan club table. Be
sure to have them written down before you get there as we don't always have pens and paper handy) Make sure you come by the
table and say “Hi” while you are checking out the “Coming Attractions” board which will always let you know what we are up to.
