Hockey Fun Facts




One of the most unique aspects of hockey is the surface on which the game istp&aiesitself.
The players talk about the quality of the ice; they've helped coin the tersh&céaand "slow ice."
Scientists, on the other hand, are still studying the chemistry of the ice. In jlesdttfeav years, there
have been major discoveries which have changed our understanding about the tiad¢uice of

Anyone who has watched a hockey game on television has heard the announcers uss tfester
ice" and "slow ice," or even "good ice" and "bad ice." What's the differdrastdce is harder and
colder with a smoother surface, while slow ice is warm and soft and may hawghasurface. For

the players, the difference seems to be that "fast ice" is less "chimbytiere is less "snow." Passing
and skating are easier when the ice is "fast."

Certain arenas seem to have better ice than others. The difference is theshafrtimeice. Rinks in
Canada are well known for the quality of their ice. Edmonton in particular hasreggioned as
having fast ice. Why is the ice so much better in Canada? One of thertifermay be climate.
Bruce Tharaldson, the ice maker at the San Jose Arena, cited deliverieareninas a concern.
Opening the delivery doors of the arena and letting in heat and humidity is a prol8amJose,
California. This is not as much of a concern for a rink in Edmonton, Alberta, dpecthe middle
of winter. Apparently, the freezing and refreezing of the ice brings itrgsito the surface.

Keeping the ice cold is one of the keys to maintaining fast ice. Bruce déamateeps the
temperature of the ice at sixteen degrees Fahrenheit (-9 centigrade) f#y bodkwenty-two
degrees (-5.5 centigrade) for figure skating.

Why is the ice slippery in the first place? Is it more slippery whelfaist ice” or is something else
going on? How would a chemist explain the difference between "fasimck™slow ice"? We asked
Professor Gabor Somorjai of the Lawrence Berkeley National Laboraesg guestions and
discussed his research into ice.

Somorjai's recent discoveries have explained why skaters and puekersthe ice. These new
findings challenge long-held theories about why ice is slippery.

discovered that ice has a "quasi-fluid layer” that coats the surface afidcmakes it slippery. Even

External forces, such as pressure and friction, can melt the ice. But ProfessgaBofindings
indicate that ice itself is slippery. You don#edto melt the ice to skate on it, or need a layer of water
as a lubricant to help slide along the ice.

According to Professor Somorjai, the "quasi-fluid" or "water-like" ftagpasts on the surface of the
ice and may be thicker or thinner depending on temperature. At about 250 degreezebelow
Fahrenheit (-157 centigrade), the ice has a slippery layer one moleculédghttle. ice is warmed, the
number of these slippery layers increases. This may help explain in paftehende between "fast
ice" and "slow ice." As the number of layers increases, the playetsssieed to "slosh” through
more of these "water-like" layers; more friction occurs in these condjtslowing the players down.
